Elementary Boundary Review  
 

For next fall of 2010, Snoqualmie Valley schools will need to have in place revised elementary 

attendance boundaries to alleviate overcrowding at Snoqualmie Elementary and Cascade View 

Elementary schools and to more adequately balance future enrollments between our five 

elementary schools. The School Board approved the formation of an attendance boundary study 

committee at their February 11 meeting.  

 

Changing school boundaries is never an easy process. It is one the district takes very seriously 

and encourages parents to be involved in. Based on past boundary reviews, the district has worked 

to streamline the process outlined below so that parents and the community can remain informed 

and involved throughout.  

 

Elementary Boundary Study Process  

The purpose: All five elementary schools in the district will be considered and may be affected 

in this review process to balance K -5 enrollment. A boundary review is necessary for two reasons: 

Snoqualmie Elementary and Cascade View Elementary now have and are projected to continue to 

have more students than those schools are designed to accommodate. At the same time, the 

district's demographer is forecasting declining student enrollment at North Bend, Fall City and 

Opstad elementary schools for the next several years.
