At our last Building-directed Day, on Friday, January 15, teachers worked on writing Learning Targets 

for Writing, Math, Reading, and Social Studies.  We also worked on Progression of Learning (POL), 

which is identifying the skills that need to be learned that day in order for students to be successful with 

the Learning Target.
